This grant represents the third 
round of the Household Support 
Fund (HSF). It is a fixed amount 
of money available to support 

households with essentials such 
as food, energy and essential 

goods and supplies such as 
water.

Eligibility criteria:
• Being on means-tested benefits (evidence required).
• Be living in Birmingham - your council should be Birmingham City 

Council (Smethwick, Oldbury, West Bromwich, and Walsall are not 
accepted as they are not part of BCC).

• To be eligible for the scheme, you must not have already received a 
Hardship grant since April 2022 – this means that you must have not 
benefited from previous rounds of the HSF. This will be thoroughly 
monitored.

• People with No Recourse to Public Funds are eligible if facing 
destitution.

All applications have to be made through a telephone/face-to-face 
appointment.
